Veronica Joseph is a mediator at the Manitoba Human Rights Commission with over 20 years of experience in mediation working with a wide variety of people from the courtroom to everyday life experiences.

Veronica has developed and facilitated workshops at the Victim Offender Mediation Association conference in Philadelphia, PA and closer to home, in Winnipeg, Manitoba, has facilitated victim sensitivity workshops for Justice committees, as well as regularly facilitated Colour of Fear, a full day workshop addressing racism.

These webinars were part of a project funded in 2019-2020 by Economic and Social Development Canada that focus on the human rights of persons with disabilities in Canada.
